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 Proposition to put the haitian judiciary under supervision: 
RNDDH states its indignation and its deception


RNDDH was astounded and offended to learn of the United Nations’ wishes to place the Haitian judicial system under international supervision.  

In declaring its intentions of recruiting judges from French speaking regions, such as Quebec, France and Africa, to sit in the courts and proclaim decisions along side the Haitian magistrates, the Representative of the UN Secretary General is no longer hiding the international community’s objective to establish MINUSTAH as true occupation force.  
These declarations by Mr. Edmond MULET, the new Civil Chief in command of MINUSTAH, blatantly breach the principle of an independent Haitian judicial power consecrated in the Constitution and for which the Haitian people have already conceded much sacrifice.  This is a disgrace to national sovereignty and a threat to social peace in Haiti.  
RNDDH negatively views the intervention of Edmond MULET at a time when: 

· A new president has recently been invested to power;
· A new Parliament has recently been established; 

· A new constitutional government, charged with the essential task of fully recovering national sovereignty in the shortest amount of time possible, is in the process of being established; 

· The effectiveness of MINUSTAH’s presence is an object of great controversy;

· Haitian people from all sectors have lobbied the interim government to denounce the agreement that placed the Haitian National Police under [UN] supervision.
RNDDH recalls that the process of judicial reform has been going on for ten (10) years, financed by the support of the United Nations, and the French and American governments. Despite numerous conventions, seminars, travels abroad, and expert visits, these efforts have amounted to a complete fiasco, a bona fide waste of money.  What authority does the international community have to take advantage of their own mistakes and place the Haitian judicial system under supervision?  What is the sense in Haitians voting if, in the end, foreign control is reinforced rendering the new authorities more dependant than their predecessors? Of what use is an elected Parliament in charge of ratifying conventions, accords and international contracts if anti-constitutional accords may be imposed on a country? }}
RNDDH, as an organization that never ceases to expose the weaknesses and failures of the Haitian judicial system, does not believe that these weaknesses should be used as an alibi to justify [external] supervision of the judiciary.  Without a doubt, the judicial system requires reform; however, international cooperation and international accords should not be used to disrupt the jurisdictional order and functioning of the Republic, nor should they be used to negatively influence in the eyes of those to whom they are responsible a system that simply requires reinforcement.  
RNDDH calls on the newly elected to show their vigilance in negotiations, and in signing and ratification of accords that engage the State, and, in the spirit of transparency, to keep the public inform of all such engagements. 
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
